INTRODUCTION

Human trafficking, which is also referred to asat@ry in our time”, is both a ruthless form
of exploitation of poverty-induced vulnerabilityéa serious form of profit-motivated crime
that threatens the most fundamental principlesuofidn dignity. Human trafficking entails
exploitation of others, for example through prasidn, forced labour or trade in human
organs, based on violence, threats, abuse of @nalite situation or other reprehensible
behaviour. It includes exploitation of men women ahildren, but women and girls are
particularly vulnerable. It is difficult to measgréhe scope of the problem, but the OSCE
estimates that at least 500 000 people a yeaoltergo prostitution in Europe. The ILO
estimates that around 2.4 million people worldwade in forced labour. A great deal of
criminal exploitation takes place in Western coiestrwhere there is a strong demand for
sexual services and cheap labour, and immigrasioestricted. The UN estimates that the
profit from human trafficking worldwide amountsacound NOK 40 billion and that
approximately four million women and children be@wictims each year.

In Norway, human trafficking is illegal under Norys& human rights legislation and under
Section 224 of the General Civil Penal Code. Weatse committed to fighting human
trafficking under international instruments suchtes Palermo Trafficking Protocohnd
Council of Europe Convention on Action against Ticking in Human Being$.With a view

to achieving the goal of combating all forms of lamirafficking, nationally and
internationally, the Government has launched ptdraction for the periods 2003-2005,
2005-2008 and 2006—2009. The most recent of tirdsgeh is calledStop human trafficking
sets out a total of 37 measures to limit recruittnensure appropriate follow-up for victims,
expose and prosecute human traffickers, improvevledge about human trafficking, and
strengthen the international framework and coopmral he responsibility for following up
these measures has been delegated to six ministigeBlinistry of Justice and the Police, the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Ministry of Labownd Social Inclusion, the Ministry of
Health and Care Services, the Ministry of Childag Equality and the Ministry of Defence.
The Ministry of Foreign Affairs is responsible atoar together with other ministries for 16 of
the measures. An inter-ministerial working groupiotd by the Ministry of Justice and the
Police has been established to coordinate effodsn@onitor progress.

This report gives an account of the Ministry of &ign Affairs’ follow-up of the
Government’s Plan of Action, and will form parttbe inter-ministerial working group’s
overall report on Norway'’s efforts to combat huntiafficking. This report focuses on the
work carried out in 2007, but it also refers tawetf$ dating back as far as 2000, as many
activities extend over several years. This appliggrticular to the summary and the

The report has been drawn up by the Section fob&Imitiatives and Gender Equality in the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, which is responsiblerfcoordinating Norway’s international
efforts to combat human trafficking. Input has besseived from relevant embassies, various
specialist sections in the Ministry, and Norad (f@wegian Agency for Development
Cooperation). The efforts described are generatiyged geographically under each

measure. However it should be pointed out thatgepgrojects encompass several measures.
The report was launched by State Secretary Rayoimansen on 5 February 2008 at a status
meeting in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

SUMMARY
2.1 The form of and channels for the Ministry’s efforts

The Ministry’s efforts to combat human traffickingainly takes the form of project support
to NGOs and their partners in countries of origiowever, the Ministry’s efforts also include
assistance to international organisations and theither in the form of general support for
their activities, including combating human trafiieg, or as direct contributions to individual
projects. We also attach great importance to rgigie issue of human trafficking in political
talks and human rights dialogues. Most of the Miygis financial support is channelled
through the regional sections, but some projecisive funding directly from Norwegian
embassies in the countries in question, and soenfiaded by Norad.

2.2 Scope and distribution of project support

Under the Government’s first plan of action (20039%2), NOK 90 million was allocated (not
earmarked) in the Ministry’s budget for effortscmambat human trafficking. The allocation of
an additional NOK 90 million was announced in castioe with the launch of the current
plan of action.

A list of more than 193 projects and project plamsed at the fight against human trafficking
that have been approved for funding via the Migistbudget for the period 2000-2010 is
appended to this report. Estimates based on stismdicate that project funding of around
NOK 200 million was awarded from 2003 to the en@@®7. In addition, funding of nearly
NOK 60 million was awarded to projects in the sgmagod to projects where the fight
against human trafficking was just a subsidiaryeotiye. For the period 2007-2009, direct
project support amounting to around NOK 27 millisralready planned. In terms of funding,
the Ministry has already met its obligation of tatmf NOK 180 million, with a good margin.
A total of NOK 68 million will be directed to prages where the fight against human
trafficking is a subsidiary objective, while th@abassistance provided via the Ministry’s
budget to projects aimed directly at the fight agahuman trafficking amounts to NOK 252
million for the 2000-2010 period.

The 193 projects and project plans approved fodifugnin the 2000-2010 period are covered
by some 138 agreemerit¥hree-quarters of these (115) are of one yearatitn, while 23

run over several (two or more) years. The one-ggegements are mainly administered from
Norway, primarily by the West Balkans Section (715,are administered by the Section for
Human Rights and Democracy, and 14 by the SectioGlobal Security and the CIS
Countries. The embassies and Norad’s Civil Soddsgartment have provided support for a
small number of large multi-year projects.

Well over half the agreements receive annual fupdifNOK 1 million or less, 18 of the 193
projects that have been approved for funding recBi@K 100 000 or less. Europe is by far
the region that receives most funding (52% of diel}* and Bosnia and Herzegovina is the
country that receives most funding (14% of theltio¢a approximately NOK 32 million).
Other major recipient countries are Albania and &ilmia. Asia receives around 27% (NOK
59 million), and Africa 22% (NOK 48 million) of thtetal project funds.

The largest individual channel for Norwegian furglia the International Organization for
Migration (IOM), which receives a total of NOK 89lhon. Altogether around NOK 79
million has been allocated to UN organisationsuyatbNOK 40 million of which to UNICEF
for efforts to fight human trafficking. Around NO&7 million has been allocated to
Norwegian NGOs, the most important of which is SneeChildren Norway, which will
receive NOK 18 millior,

It should be noted that the geographical distrdoutf support for projects aimed at fighting
human trafficking via the Ministry’s budget in 208fows a clear switch in focus from the
West Balkans to Asia and Africa. Funding for prégea the Balkans was almost halved from
2006 to 2007. This was partly due to a reductiothénnumber of victims who requested
assistance, and an assumed reduction in the ctiagtigities that underpin human trafficking
as a result of the intense fight against such isietsvover the last ten years.

2.3 Evaluation

The effectiveness of efforts to fight human trdffigy has been widely debated in
international forums and is a matter of concerrelbinvolved. Internal evaluations of the
Ministry’s project assistance are carried out ragulon the basis of the reports submitted by
the organisations that have received funding. Spmojects have been subject to control by
external experts, and in certain cases, Ministrgrobassy officials have inspected projects in
person. However, as year there has been no ovevalwv and evaluation of these efforts. The
Ministry has therefore requested Norad to provieeet assistance for a review of the overall
effort outside Norway to fight human traffickingtWiparticular emphasis on results, lessons
learned and relevance to other projects, in 200& will include a study of international
human trafficking trends, evaluation of project daoentation, and in-depth studies of
selected projects.

3. MEASURE 1: STRENGTHEN AND CONTINUE EFFORTS TO REDUCE
RECRUITMENT IN COUNTRIES OF ORIGIN

Africa

Southern Africa

The Embassy in Pretoria will be providing funding the IOM’s Southern Africa Counter-
Trafficking Assistance Programme (SACTAP) for tlegipd 2006—2009. This programme is
a continuation of the programme launched in 200®ak evaluated in 2005/2006; it was
considered to be relevant, and it was recommeriagdttbe continued. IOM’s
implementation of the programme was found to beatiffe and well-targeted. The objective
of the programme is to establish institutionalised sustainable measures to combat human
trafficking and protect victims in southern Afric&ctivities have been set up in South Africa,
Angola, Botswana, the Democratic Republic of Corfgombia, Mozambique and Zimbabwe.
In this region, people are trafficked across natidiorders as well as within individual
countries, and to and from other parts of the world

In 2007, measures to disseminate information torarsgé awareness among both the general
public and specific target groups were implemeniedugh media coverage, poster

campaigns, distribution of information materialdasourses, seminars and other educational
activities. These efforts were linked to high-pl®public campaigns in South Africa to raise
awareness of and combat violence against womeagtalaiten. Training and capacity-
building measures have been targeted at politi@andegislative authorities, the police and
prosecuting authority, social workers and employegsivate organisations. Assistance to
victims has been provided in the form of helplirdglters, medical and psychosocial
counselling and the option of assisted voluntatyrre

Asia

Bangladesh

The Embassy in Dhaka is supporting a three-yeanteotnuman-trafficking project under the
IOM. The project aims to reduce the number of metithrough raising awareness about
human trafficking and improving the living conditi® for vulnerable people, and to
reintegrate victims through various training pragnaes. Courses will also be arranged for
the police and prosecuting authority with a vievsti@ngthening their efforts to combat
human trafficking.

Although the project is coordinated by IOM, it isilg implemented at local level in
cooperation with NGOs and Bangladeshi authorittes.hoped that the authorities and public
bodies will take on greater responsibility for fhreject activities and continue them
themselves. Support for this project will contina€008.

Vietnam and Laos

In 2007, the Embassy in Hanoi entered into a grag@artnership with Norwegian Church
Aid (NCA) on gender equality, where combating hurtrafficking is a subsidiary objective.

A three-year project on strengthening vulnerablgramts and their families to combat
exploitation and trafficking has been initiated,igéhseeks to ensure safe migration, mainly
between Vietham and Laos, and reintegrate migamdgrafficking victims who return to
Vietnam, through an integrated approach. The pt@jeas to prevent human trafficking
through providing information, improving living cditions, and various activities targeted at
woman migrants, particularly in the service seatdraos, and to assist women who return to
Vietnam to rebuild their lives. Until now, the humtafficking programmes in Vietnam have
mainly concentrated on the northern and southegioms. NCA has carried out a survey on
both sides of the Laos—Vietnam border, which shihatthere are large numbers of people
who migrate due to poverty and unemployment wher il victim to exploitation and

human trafficking. NCA is cooperating closely wabntral Viethamese organisations such as
the Vietham Women’s Union, and has a close dialagtie both local and central authorities
and various UN organisations.

Europe

Albania

Renewed support for a cooperation project involtlhmgauthorities and civil society in
Albania and Greece has been channelled throughtéraational federation Terre des
Hommes. Its main objective is to combat traffickingAlbanian children. Project activities
include protection of children through social woigal aid, assisted return, reintegration into
homes and schools, and vocational training.

NCA has been given renewed support for running/idiiea Centre, a shelter that provides
medical and psychological follow-up of human trelfng victims, work training and
assistance with reintegration into the local comityudNCA has also received support for its
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efforts under the auspices of a local organisatiarorthern Albania. The objective is to
reduce the incidence of human trafficking and ddroesolence in certain local communities.
Measures include information efforts and awarenaising campaigns targeted at parents,
children, young people (both boys and girls) andmneo through activities in upper secondary
schools, clinics, women’s groups in Shkodra andlfamin rural areas. Measures have also
been implemented to reintegrate women and childiem have been victims of human
trafficking.

Support has also been given to the Institute ofd8eApplied Policies for its project on
increasing the effectiveness of witness protedtiocronnection with human trafficking cases
and for a programme to prevent recruitment of yowogien in rural areas.

Bosnia and Herzegovina

Caritas has received support for a programme tdabhmuman trafficking through capacity-
building in local organisations, awareness-raigfigrts and the development of NGO
networks.

From 2002 to 2007, UNICEF received support forithglementation of a broad programme
that includes efforts to prevent violence againsien and children, including human
trafficking. The programme has helped to ensurtebatcess to and quality of services. It
was concluded in 2007.

Human trafficking is still a problem in Bosnia aHdrzegovina, which is a country of origin,
transit and destination. The Ministry is considgraontinuing the funding it has been
providing since 2006 for efforts to combat traffiodg in women and children and for
resettlement assistance for foreign and Bosniaimvécvia one or several Bosnian NGOs.
This will be discussed with the state coordinatwrthe fight against human trafficking and
other donors to this sector, in line with the caotraitiative to increase national ownership
and donor coordination of these efforts.

Croatia

Funding for a project run by Care was continueddf7. This project has similar objectives
to the Care project described below under Serlaga€ity-building efforts have focused on
the PETRA network — a resource centre for effartght human trafficking. During the
course of the three years the project has beennginiour mobile teams have been
established to cover four regions where membetiseohetwork are cooperating with the
authorities to prevent recruitment among groupssit A 24-hour helpline has been set up
and a film has been produced to provide informagibout Croatia’s role as a transit country
for human trafficking from the Balkans to Westenr&pe.

A Red Cross project aiming to build capacity anthpetence in local Red Cross societies
with regard to providing assistance to victims aadying out preventive efforts was
concluded in 2007. Through the project, cooperadtias been established between several
actors, including the authorities.

Macedonia

Norway has continued to support IOMPseventing Irregular Migration and Human
Trafficking in Roma Communities through Vocatiohedining and Skills Development of
Vulnerable Categorieproject. Support has also been provided for a i&&W project to
combat human trafficking and irregular migratiortwo poor municipalities. This offers
unemployed women aged 18-35 opportunities to eawmg through training schemes and
microcredit.



Moldova

The Embassy in Bucharest provided support for tB®©Mrtemida’s awareness-raising
campaign, assistance to victims and operationstiedter, which forms part of a larger project
supported by USAID and UNDP.

Montenegro
The Ministry’s support for Care’s project on congrete- and capacity-building in local
authorities and NGOs has been extended by a year.

Russia

It is suspected that in several cases of humafickeg in 2007, Russia is a transit country.
These involve a number of people of Indian origithiorway and Sweden as their
destination. The Embassy in Moscow is involvedfforés to strengthen the check-in routines
for relevant airlines. The issue has also beerdaigth the Russian authorities with a view to
establishing advance gate control as needed. Theddgan liaison officer attends meetings
in Moscow to exchange human trafficking informati&xchange of information, including

on human trafficking, also takes place betweerptiiee and the visa sections at the Embassy
and the Consulates General in Murmansk and Stdbetey. The liaison officer in Murmansk
attended a conference on human trafficking in Tmims2007. There are plans to hold a
mini-seminar on human trafficking in Murmansk in0830

Serbia

The Ministry continued its support for the finalgse of a Care project on increasing the
capacity of local NGOs to take part in the fighaegt human trafficking, mobilising local
communities, network-building, providing educatibaetivities for young people, and
strengthening competence in the local administnatimportant results have been achieved so
far, for example a centre providing assistancdadtims has been established, and peer
networks have been set up in five cities. Local M®@ve played an important part in
promoting the development of a national strategyc@mbating human trafficking in Serbia.
Support for the Red Cross’ project was also coetinim 2007. This had the objective of
reducing vulnerability of potential and actual ines of human trafficking through peer
education, awareness-raising measures and thengaihhealth personnel.

Western Balkans region

A programme run by Save the Children Norway recefuading for competence-building,
network-building between local organisations, awass-raising campaigns to secure better
legal protection of children who are victims of hamtrafficking, and projects to help
trafficked children.

The ARIADNE network against trafficking in humanithgs received a small allocation to
arrange a seminar to examine now the network cdartieer developed. A best practice
manual is being produced, and the network’s welssiteing further developed.

A Care project on gender-based violence and hunafficking was extended in 2007. This
project focuses on boys’ and young men’s awareaedself-understanding in relation to
masculinity and violence, women and gender equdlibpperation and coordination is also
being established between Bosnia and Herzegovimati@, Serbia and Montenegro on
gender-based violence, and measures are beingpgedeht local community level.

Global efforts



Norad has supported the cooperation between Félararq for Women and Development)
and the Coalition Against Trafficking of Women (CWJ) — an international network of more
than 300 NGOs with a regional presence in AsiaicAfrAustralia, Europe and North and
South America — with a view to reducing traffickimgwomen. This cooperation was
established several years ago, and the Women’s,fionwvay — one of Fokus’ affiliated
organisations — is a partner.

CATW has played a key role in efforts to win recitigm of prostitution as a form of violence
against women and one of the worst forms of gedserimination. It has run campaigns
targeted at the European Parliament, the US andkhgystem. CATW has also campaigned
against sexual exploitation in India and againstlégalisation of prostitution in New
Zealand. It is actively engaged in monitoring tlaelPmo Protocol. Fokus has contributed to
CATW'’s general work and to its efforts in the Phlines, Mexico and Mali.

In the Philippines, CATW has worked with young mas they are potential buyers of sex,
and Six Young Men’s Camps have been held to inerdasr awareness of gender roles and
male sexuality, and of the damage caused to woménebpurchase of sex. The participants
have been followed up, and many of them have coetino pass on positive attitudes and
information to other young men.

CATW is involved in preventive efforts in three @lists of Mexico City in the form of
training programmes for teachers, videos, and cainigs for children.

In Mali, CATW has documented sexual exploitatiordofestic workers in Bamako, and it
has disseminated information through courses famalists, tourist guides, social workers,
security forces, lawyers and women who migrate fraral areas.

In addition, Fokus has supported measures for Nigesictims of trafficking in Italy and for
women in Georgia with funds raised through a TVesbpn Norway. It has also given
support to the Football Association of Norway fisrBuying Sex is not a Sparampaign.

CATW:’s efforts were evaluated in July 2007.

Norad has allocated funds to NCA'’s counter-traffigkefforts in Malawi, Laos, Vietnam,
Nepal and Bangladesh. Together with partners iziBfdCA is also seeking to coordinate
efforts in the country and is assisting the autiewiin connection with the National Plan to
Combat Human Trafficking.

4.  MEASURE 2: ENSURE THAT PERSONNEL ON INTERNATIONAL
OPERATIONS HELP TO COMBAT HUMAN TRAFFICKING

NATO

NATO'’s Policy on Combating Trafficking in Human Beingas adopted following an
initiative by Norway and the US. NATO's review diet practical aspects of the
implementation of this policy, which Norway reféosas “the anti-trafficking roadmap”, was
adopted at a meeting of the Euro-Atlantic Partripr€touncil on 10 January 2007. The
roadmap includes anti-trafficking courses, inclggdin NATO’s partner countries. Norway
has provided support for this work. Norway’s detegato NATO is following up the
commitments under the Afghan Cooperation Programansepport the Afghan authorities’
efforts to combat human trafficking. The importamé€ombating human trafficking has also
been highlighted in the six-monthly reviews of tBAF operation. In the middle of 2007,



NATO appointed a senior coordinator to follow up tkadmap. The senior coordinator’s first
report, which will present the follow-up and statisnti-trafficking efforts in NATO
operations among other things, can be expectdukifirst half of 2008.

UN

The UN has a zero-tolerance policy towards sexxglb@ation and abuse, including human
trafficking, on the part of UN personnel in intetioaal operations. Norway’s permanent
mission to the UN in New York and a representatizthe Norwegian Police Directorate
have taken active part in an international worlgngup that has drawn uhe United

Nations Comprehensive Strategy on Assistance amploBiLio Victims of Sexual Exploitation
and Abuse by United Nations Staff and Related Paedin December 2007, a resolution on
providing an assistance programme for victims afiaéexploitation and abuse by UN
employees or related personell was proposed. Hoduteon was adopted unanimously. The
strategy includes providing medical and psycholalgissistance in shelters, legal advice and
more long-term assistance to victims and to childvbo are born as a result of exploitation
or abuse by UN personnel. A new post, Victim Suppacilitator, is to be established. The
assistance is to be provided by NGOs.

MEASURE 11: ENSURE SAFE REPATRIATION AND RESETTLEMENT IN
THE COUNTRY OF ORIGIN

Africa

Malawi

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs supports a Norwegi@hurch Aid (NCA) project involving
cooperation with three local church-based orgaioisat The purpose of the project is to
prevent trafficking in women and children througpraactive, rights-based approach, with
focus on providing information, coordinating intention measures, providing support for
victims, and building up knowledge about the exterd nature of this problem. The main
cooperation partners are Malawian church-basedh@gions, but close cooperation has also
been initiated with the authorities and other ralgworganisations. The cooperation
agreement with NCA is of three years’ duration, omencing in 2007. The project is part of a
Swedish—Norwegian cooperation effort.

Mozambique

The Embassy in Maputo is supporting a Save thed@mlUK project in Mozambique to
increase awareness among children and parentsdertareas of the dangers of human
trafficking through the production and distributiohprinted material in various local
languages. The project also has a research comipevtgoh is examining the underlying
causes of human trafficking. According to schedtlle,project will be concluded in 2008.

The Embassy has also entered into a strategicqrahip with Save the Children Norway
Mozambique on preventing violence, sexual abussstipution and trafficking in girls and
young women. The overall objective is to reducertimber of women and children subject
to human trafficking to, from and within Mozambiquad to combat human trafficking for
sexual and other forms of abuse in Mozambique artkd region as a whole. A study of the
particular characteristics of human traffickinghiit and out of the country will be initiated
with a view to supporting, coordinating and stréwgting civil society efforts to combat this
problem. The programme will also map measureseawgnt trafficking and to provide
assistance for victims, including assistance wathatriation. Save the Children Norway will
provide training for local anti-trafficking orgamisons, help to ensure that Mozambique’s
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planned anti-trafficking law is in line with intemtional conventions and that civil society has
the opportunity to take part in its development.

Another objective is to create a close regionalvoet together with Save the Children in
Swaziland, South Africa, Malawi, Zambia and Zimba&band their local partners. The
network is intended to coordinate efforts to influe decision-making authorities, and to
develop a local platform for combating human tMifing at regional level and a system for
the repatriation of victims.

Nigeria

The Embassy in Abuja is supporting the IOM programmect Assistance, Protection and
Monitoring of Trafficked Women Repatriated from Way to Edo State, Nigeridhe
programme started in 2007 and will continue uii €nd of August 2008. No one has yet
been repatriated from Norway to Edo under the @nogne, but IOM has used the funding it
has received on training and information effortentiprove the situation for returning victims.
In 2008, the Embassy will consider whether to pileviurther support for this programme or
to support other programmes in Nigeria.

Asia

Kyrgyzstan

The Ministry has supported an IOM anti-traffickipgpject in Central Asia, which includes
activities in all the Central Asian countries. Tdativities in Kyrgyzstan have included
establishing a resettlement centre in Osh for ofildvho are victims of human trafficking.
Funding has also been provided for running thigreeas well as for a shelter for adult
victims, a helpline, information efforts and coogéyn with the authorities. The Embassy
evaluated the project in May 2007, and found thi It© be carrying out very sound work
with a genuine engagement in the fight against hutradficking. Cooperation between IOM
and the authorities was found to be excellentOd &nd the authorities both confirmed. The
authorities have provided premises free of changéhie helpline and for the shelters. IOM
has also been able to broadcast information campdige of charge on the state television
channel during peak viewing hours. Monthly rep&ndsn the helpline are used in the
formation of the Government’s policy. The Norwegd®iegation visited the resettlement
centre for children and found it to be in good dtind, with a doctor, psychologist and
personnel with good child-care qualifications. Savhéhe children were clearly affected by
previous neglect, but the children seemed to beitigrat the centre. The delegation also
visited the shelter for adult victims in Osh, whedemed to be well run. It was recommended
that the support for IOM’s work in this field shdube continued.

Nepal

The Embassy in Kathmandu has entered into a framkeagyeement with Save the Children
Norway that includes components organised by Ipagters on preventing human
trafficking and providing information to girls ahalcal communities. Support is also provided
via the allocation for women'’s rights for the pragrmeDecentralized Action for Women and
Children (DACAW), which is seeking to strengthen commuiaitgion regarding the situation
of women and children. One of its focus areasasgation of children’s and women'’s rights
regarding violence, exploitation, abuse and disicration. Paralegal committees have been
set up to look into the kidnapping and traffickiofggirls, among other issues.

South East Asia
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Through the Embassy in Bangkok, Norway support®Na&gional programme, the
Coordinated Mekong Ministerial Initiative againgtafficking (COMMIT), which includes
anti-trafficking efforts by the IOM’s mission in @dodia. These include efforts to combat
trafficking in children.

Europe

Turkey
Norway has supported an IOM project in Ankara tovpde safe repatriation primarily for
victims in Turkey and neighbouring countries.

West Balkans

Several of the projects the Ministry supports i& West Balkans include safe repatriation and
resettlement components, including the projectamisgd by the Vatra Centre and Terre des
Hommes in Albania (described under measure 1)dditian, support has been provided for
accommodation facilities and a reintegration profjecyoung victims of violence and human
trafficking through NCA in Pristina. This was distmued in 2007. The most recent
development in the Balkans is that fewer victims laging sent abroad, but more are being
sold and exploited in their own country.

Global efforts

Through IOM Oslo, the Ministry has helped to praah opportunity for trafficking victims
in Norway to return to their country of origin. Brihas not been utilised to the extent hoped,
and only two victims returned in 2007.

IOM has implemented a number of activities targetelduman trafficking and is cooperating
with government institutions, and voluntary ancemational organisations. Since 1994, more
than 15 000 direct victims of human trafficking Bareceived assistance from IOM. During
this period, IOM has also carried out around 50@taafficking projects in 85 countries.

IOM has taken on the role of spokesman for victhsuman trafficking. The organisation
runs information campaigns in countries of origiu @aecipient countries that are targeted at
both the authorities and individuals. In 2000, |@k&Veloped the Counter Trafficking

Module, a database containing global human trafigklata that is one of the largest of its
kind. IOM also produces the publicati@iobal Eye on Human Traffickingvhich can be
downloaded from the organisation’s website: www.ioin

MEASURE 16: STRENGTHEN NORWAY’S INTERNATIONAL EFFORTS TO
COMBAT TRAFFICKING IN CHILDREN

Europe

Albania

In 2007, support was provided for UNICERst for Saleproject, which cooperates with
Albanian authorities and local NGOs in severaldgeio prevent trafficking in children. We
have signed a multi-year agreement on supporhfsipiroject.

Bosnia and Herzegovina

In 2007, Norway provided support for Save the GkitdNorway'’s children’s rights
programme, part of which seeks to combat traffigkmchildren in cooperation with the
Bosnian organisations FutureModrica and Child Rights Centre in Konjic. Norgvan
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support for these efforts started in 2003. Durlmgfinal phase of the programme, the local
partners will organise concrete activities sucimé@mation campaigns, education projects,
awareness-raising initiatives and other activitied can reduce the number of children who
become victim to abuse and exploitation. The taggetips are children, parents, and local
public institutions such as schools, social centfespolice and the legal system.

Global efforts

Norway has raised the situation of children whovaceéms of human trafficking in several
international forums, including the high-level nmiegtthat was held five years after the
United Nations Special Session on Children in 200i& pioneerindgJN Study on Violence
against Childrenwhich was published in the autumn of 2006, presardomplex picture of
various forms of violence against children as dglgphenomenon, and also examines human
trafficking. Norway has played an active part ie tflobal efforts in connection with the first
follow-up phase and has supported the appointmfeatSpecial Representative to the UN
Secretary-General on violence against children. Sjpecial Representative’s mandate, which
was adopted at the UN General Assembly in Dece2@@r, is to ensure continued focus on
this issue and promote a concerted effort on thiegbéhe UN system and other actors,
including civil society. This work will continue toe a priority in 2008.

Norway has advocated that UNICEF’s new child-pratecstrategy, which will be adopted
during the course of 2008, addresses new challengetation to protecting children against
violence and expolitation, and implements the nneg@ommendations of the UN

study. Norway is also working actively in governingdies of other relevant organisations
and in the UN Human Rights Council to promote fallop of the study’s specific
recommendations. The situation of children whovaeBms of human trafficking was
discussed at a conference in New York and at thegingeof the Crime Commission in
Vienna in 2007. Combatting trafficking in childréas also been a focus area for the
OSCE. A Supplementary Human Dimension Implememateeting on Combating Sexual
Exploitation of Children was held by the OSCE ireha in October 2007. It was attended by
representatives of the Norwegian Ministry of Juesdad the Permanent Delegation of
Norway to the OSCE. At the meeting of the OSCE Btarial Council in Madrid in
November 2007, decisions were adopted on the sexpébitation of children on the internet
and on combating trafficking in human beings fdodar exploitation.

MEASURE 23: STRENGTHEN BILATERAL AND MULTILATERAL
COOPERATION BETWEEN POLICE FORCES

Asia

South East and East Asia

In the autumn of 2007, the Bangkok regional offi€¢he UN Office on Drugs and Crime
(UNODC) took active part in planning activities @wndhe UN Global Initiative to Fight
Human Trafficking (UN.GIFT) in the region. Theselimded organising a regional workshop
on criminal justice response to trafficking in pmrs . Cooperation with Europol is being
developed in connection with UNODC'’s preparatioraa@@apacity-building programme for
the justice sector. This will also boost cooperatnd exchange of information on human
trafficking between Europol and police forces irr@e and the justice and police sector in
Asia. The Embassy in Bangkok has participated eénptfeliminary discussions on this
initiative.
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Europe

Bulgaria

In connection with International Women’s Day (8 Mayin 2007, the Embassy in Sofia held
a trilateral seminar on human trafficking in coaggemn with IOM Sofia and the Swedish
Embassy. It was attended by representatives of NG@®rnment institutions and the police
from all three countries. The seminar focused @rdcruitment of Bulgarian women and
children to the Nordic sex market and looked intatjoint measures should be
implemented. It provided the starting point forsgo cooperation between the Bulgarian and
Norwegian police, which led to a Bulgarian progtdn network in Oslo being uncovered in
May 2007. The case is currently being investigatdabth countries.

Following Bulgaria’s accession to the EU (and tthesEEA) in 2007, Norway will provide
support for the country’s economic and social irdégn into the EU. In 2008, the Embassy
will seek to ensure that some of these funds dweakd to anti-trafficking projects. One of
the first aims is to implement a training programiioreBulgarian police detectives on
investigation techniques in human trafficking cagéss will be a cooperation project
between the Police Directorate in Oslo and the &uggy Ministry of Interior in Sofia. Efforts
will also be made to ensure that parts of the NG@l$ provided through EEA Financial
Mechanisms can be used for projects run by orginisathat provide assistance and
protection to trafficking victims.

Bulgarian women make up the second largest grodigreign prostitutes in Norway.
Investigations into concrete cases show that segéthem have been brought to Norway by
professional criminals. Bilateral anti-traffickimgoperation between Norway and Bulgaria
under the framework of the bilateral police agreetweall therefore continue to be a priority
area in 2008. The Embassy’s police liaison offisgrlaying an active role in the
investigation of bilateral cases.

Croatia

Norway is supporting a regional IOM programme tealep a network between the
prosecuting authorities in the various West Balkanntries and to strengthen regional
coordination and cooperation.

MEASURE 30: STRENGTHEN COOPERATION BETWEEN AUTHORITIES
AND NON-GOVERNMENTAL ORGANISATIONS

Mozambique

The Southern Africa Regional Network against Tckifng and Abuse of Children
(SANTAC) is a regional NGO that enjoys the patranafGraca Machel and Archbishop
Desmond Tutu. SANTAC plays a prominent advocacyg wid-a-vis the authorities. The
Embassy in Maputo is supporting SANTAC's effortsase awareness about human
trafficking in Mozambique and its preparations tioe EU/SADC conference on human
trafficking that is to be held in Maputo in May 20

Estonia
The Embassy in Tallinn is in close contact with Bstonian authorities, Estonian NGOs that
work in this field, and Norwegian NGOs that havsiteid Estonia.

General efforts
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Strengthening cooperation between the authoriidsoaganisations is also an integrated part
of most projects under other measures.

MEASURE 31: IMPROVE KNOWLEDGE AND UNDERSTANDING OF
HUMAN TRAFFICKING

Europe
Bulgaria

Staff from the Embassy in Sofia have given lectateseveral conferences and seminars on
human trafficking that have been arranged by thileaaities, NGOs and other embassies.
Norway’s experiences as a recipient country andaxeernment’s Plan of Action have been
presented. The Nordic—Baltic cooperation on humaffitking has been promoted as a good
model for regional cooperation.

Latvia
The Embassy in Riga has taken part in a seminauaran trafficking arranged by the
Council of the Baltic Sea States.

Lithuania

The Embassy in Vilnius took part in several confiees on human trafficking in 2007,
including a conference arranged by the Lithuanistharities in cooperation with the OSCE,
the European Women’s Lobby and Lithuanian NGOs.

Macedonia

The Embassy in Skopje supported a cooperationgrbgween the Youth Council of Ohrid
and the women’s organisation Ezerka in Strugaledfiirafficking in human beings —
Information, Education, Preventioithe objective of the project was to provide goveent
and non-government organisations with informatiarhaman trafficking, for example
through seminars that have been attended by stdstial workers, and representatives of
local government, various ministries, the borddigecand the media.

The municipalities Struga and Ohrid have bordeth Wibania, which entails a serious risk

of trafficking in children and young people. Infoation campaigns directed at young people
and the border police are therefore particularlgontant in this region. The Embassy also
provided support for the Union of Women’s Organdat of Macedonia proje&ducational
workshops for prevention from the illegal traffieggiin human beingsvhich is seeking to

raise awareness about human trafficking among valthe young women in rural areas and in
Skopje. Nearly 200 young people took part in thesekshops.

Asia

Vietnam

The Norwegian research foundation FAFO has camigd desk study on human trafficking
in Vietnam. It was commissioned by the MinistryFaireign Affairs in connection with
Norway’s human rights dialogue with the countryenhtrafficking is one of the themes. The
study was presented and discussed at the dialogagng in Oslo in January 2007. In this
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connection, the Viethamese delegation visited tOS&R (Re-establishment, Organizing Safe
Places to Stay, Security, Assistance) project astieéier. The Norwegian Government’s
currentPlan of Action to Combat Human Traffickiags also presented to the delegation.
Human trafficking and human rights were one oftti@mes of the visit by representatives of
the Norwegian Ministry of Justice and the Policd #re Police Directorate to Vietnam in
November 2007. Police cooperation may be develbpésdeen Norway and the Vietnamese
Ministry of Public Security in connection with theman rights dialogue in 2008.

Africa

Nigeria

FAFO has been commissioned by the Norwegian Minsttidustice and the Police to carry
out a study on Nigerian prostitutes in Norway, uathg victims of human trafficking, and
their views on returning to Nigeria.

Europe

Macedonia
A local NGO has been given funding for a studymernal human trafficking. Its report was
published in 2007, and shows that human traffickimt@in the country has increased.

West Balkans

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs funded a study gad out by FAFO entitletleaving the past
behind which examined why so many victims of human tc&fhg turn down the assistance
offered, and what their real needs are. The rebeaas carried out in Albania, Serbia and
Moldova, and the report was presented at the OS@Q#iference on human trafficking in
Vienna in September. The study was also used etmarpview meeting in Copenhagen that
was arranged by the EU.

Norway has provided funding via Save the Childremiy for a study into the factors that
prevent children in vulnerable situations from baawy victims of human trafficking. The
results of the study will form the basis for Salve Children Norway’s continued work on
preventing trafficking in children. The study wasbfished in July and was presented at the
OSCE conference in Vienna in September 2007.

The ARIADNE network arranged, with support from Mary, for a report to be produced on
the human trafficking situation in the various ctrigs in the region. The report, which was
published in March 2007, focuses on identifyingagrthat have not been given priority in the
individual countries.

Africa

Kenya

Since 2006, the Embassy in Nairobi has been supgghase two of the IONM ountering
Human Trafficking in Kenya through Capacity BuilgirAwareness-raising and Assistance to
Victimsproject. Its aims are:
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1. to support efforts to build technical capacity amtan trafficking within the Kenyan
authorities;

2. to raise awareness about human trafficking throwaglonal and more targeted
campaigns;

3. to help to establish a shelter for victims of hunvafficking and provide them with
direct assistance;

4. to advocate national legislation on human traffigkiand

5. to arrange network meetings between different @aih these efforts.

The Embassy plans to continue to support this praje2008, on the condition that the
political conflict in the country does not impedese efforts. The Embassy takes part in
quarterly network meetings and keeps up-to-daterogress. The Embassy has also had
informal meetings with the IOM. Its overall impressis that the IOM has largely met its
targets so far. There has been a great demanduseas, assistance with coordination and
competence-building for the authorities. Campaiggge been organised, articles and
brochures written, and drama performed. Norwaygan priority to the development of
national legislation on human trafficking.

Asia

Japan

A representative of the Embassy in Tokyo will gavkecture at the conference organised by
Tokai University in Tokyo in March 2008 entitled tichan Trafficking as a Challenge to
Human Security: How to tackle modern slavery”.

The Mekong region

Norway is one of the major contributors to the Cllwated Mekong Ministerial Initiative
against Trafficking (COMMIT), a broad programmecobperation between Cambodia,
China (Yunnan province) Laos, Myanmar, Thailand "ietnam. The UN and other
international organisations are providing technstglport, and efforts are being coordinated
by the UN Inter-Agency Project on Human TraffickifigNIAP), which has appointed a
Norwegian to work in the field. Priority is givea tountry ownership of the programme. The
fifth Inter-Ministerial Meeting of COMMIT was heloh Beijing in December 2007, when the
plan of action for the next three years was agoeed

A number of capacity-building measures have begilemented under the programme at
both regional and local level. The countries ineal\have drawn up national action plans for
combating human trafficking, improved the routif@sidentifying and reintegrating victims,
and strengthened the investigation of human tikiffgg cases both in the individual countries
and in bilateral cooperation with other Mekong oggcountries. Special investigation units
for human trafficking cases have been establishied. Embassy in Bangkok will also give
priority to following up the COMMIT programme in @8. A new agreement with COMMIT
and UNIAP is planned, but the amount of fundingd ¥ reduced somewhat.

Vietham

Human trafficking is also one of the priority areasler the “One UN programme”, which
was launched in 2007. The programme, which recdiuading from Norway, is a component
in the “One UN” reform, for which Vietnam is a piloountry. This replaces the various local
UN programmes developed by different UN organisetji@nd is designed to ensure closer
cooperation and coordination between these orgamisa

Europe

Bulgaria

The Embassy in Sofia is working closely with thee@igh, Dutch, British and US embassies
and the IOM on policy issues with a view to encgimg the Bulgarian authorities to
implement appropriate measures to combat humdickialy. The engagement of embassies
in these issues has been found to have a posffea en the authorities’ efforts in this field.

Croatia

The Ministry is supporting an IOM project in Craathat focuses on training diplomatic
personnel at embassies and consulates throughraagareaising efforts and courses.
Information materials have been developed, angangcipants have been on a study trip to
Norway, where they attended meetings in the MipistrForeign Affairs and the Police
Directorate.

Macedonia

A competence-building project for the justice amtnle affairs sector in Macedonia is being
implemented by the IOM with Norwegian support. Cetgmce-building in this sector is
given high priority by the EU. The project includegining in international and European
standards.

Turkey

Together with the Swedish International Developn@mbperation Agency (Sida), Norway is
supporting an IOM project to draw up a strategydmmbating human trafficking in Turkey,
with focus on building up local capacity in theagavhere victims enter the country and the
areas where they end up. The security of the vicamd the capacity of the law enforcement
agencies to address the problem are to be streregthAnti-trafficking action plans are to be
developed and implemented in the areas of nortbea$urkey where most victims enter the
country. The project will also increase awarendsh@problem and ensure that the strategy
is sustainable. Arrangements will be made for thleary return of victims, an emergency
telephone line will be established, and studieslvélcarried out to map the problem and
draw up statistics.

West Balkans

Several of the projects supported by Norway ardempnted in partnership with various
local and central authorities, and several inclundesfer-of-competence components. Some
of the projects also have the subsidiary objectofemnsuring that developing national
strategies and action plans are developed on tie biinternational rules, and that the legal
framework is developed in the countries in thisoag

The International Centre for Migration Policy Demeinent’'s (ICMPD’s) project has been
extended. The project is seeking to build capasitlgin the relevant authorities in the West
Balkan countries in terms of systematic collectama processing of data on human
trafficking. The purpose of the project is to etisdbcriteria for a common data collection
system for the region, develop a database for eaghtry, produce a manual in each of the
languages in the region, and develop a trainingseolihe Handbook on Anti-Trafficking
Data Collection in South-Eastern Europe: Developiegional Criteriawas published in
2007.

The Council of Europe

The Council of Europe Convention on Action agaifstfficking in Human Beings, which
entered into force of 1 February 2008, was ratibgdNorway on 21 December 2007. The
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Convention, which will come into effect for Norwayp 1 May 2008, sets out measures to
give real protection to victims of trafficking asdfeguard their human rights. The
establishment of the group of experts on actiommsg#&afficking in human beings (GRETA),
which will monitor the implementation of the Conviem by the parties, is a particularly
important step forward. Norway wishes to be represegin this monitoring mechanism and
thereby help to ensure that it is effective.

Norway’s Mission to the Council of Europe recommehthat Norway should provide
support for the establishment of the Traffickingphmation Management System (TIMS),
which will be an important tool for GRETA. More fdimg is still needed, however, for
example for making TIMS available to the public.

The EEA Financial Mechanisms

Through the EEA Financial Mechanisms, Norway i to even out social and economic
disparities, improve the environment and strengtii@hsociety in the new EU member
states by providing funding for projects in a numbikedifferent sectors. The mechanisms also
give Norway a unique opportunity to strengthertigs with the new EU member states
through network-building and various forms of prbjeooperation. One of the priority
sectors in the Norwegian Financial Mechanism isujgport projects within the Schengen and
the justice and home affairs areas, including &afficking efforts. Through these
mechanisms, grants are provided to the ten new Eklber states. Human trafficking is also
a priority area in our bilateral cooperation withl@aria. No human trafficking projects were
implemented in 2007, but we are aware that progesurrently being developed and that
applications for funding for these will be submitie 2008.

OSCE

The OSCE assists its member states, which incladetdes of origin, transit and recipient
countries, in the fight against human traffickihg2007, Norway provided support for the
work of the OSCE Special Representative on Comgpdtrafficking in Human Beings, Eva
Biaudet, and the tasks she gave priority to. Norinasy emphasised the need to look more
closely into forced labour as well as human tr&ffig for sexual exploitation in the OSCE
countries. Norway has periodically provided suppartindividual anti-trafficking projects
through the Office for Democratic Institutions addman Rights (ODIHR).

The sixth Alliance against Trafficking in Personsn@erence, “National Monitoring and
Report Mechanisms to Address THB: the Role of NtidRapporteurs” was held in Vienna
on 21 May 2007. Norway was represented by offidiam the Ministry of Justice and the
Police.

The seventh Alliance conference, “We Can Do Befteds held in Vienna on 10 and 11
September 2007. This conference took a victim-eelntipproach in analysing the assistance
packages offered to trafficked persons. Norway iepsesented by officials from the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs, the Ministry of Justice and tRelice, the Police Directorate and the
Norwegian Delegation to the OSCE. The Ministry ofdétgn Affairs and the Norwegian
Delegation to the OSCE also took part in the OSCGkisman Dimension Implementation
Meeting in Warsaw from 24 September to 5 Octob&72Which focused on forced labour.

Norway contributed to consensus being reacheddP®CE member states on the Decision
on Combating Trafficking in Human Beings for Labdxploitation at the OSCE Ministerial
Council in Madrid in November 2007. The decisionudses on the need for identification of
and assistance to victims. Finland has announadttill make efforts to combat human
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trafficking a priority during its chairmanship pedi in 2008, focusing particularly on
identifying and assisting victims, including thrdutie provision of legal assistance.

Latin America

Guatemala

Norad has provided support for Norwegian Churchisdaoperation with the Bishops’
Conference of Guatemala on lobby activities in @mtion with the national policy on
migrants’ human rights and efforts to increase awess of this issue in Guatemalan society.

Global efforts

UNODC

The United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNQDCVienna is responsible for
follow-up of the UN Convention against Transnatio@eganized Crime (UNTOC) and its
Palermo Protocol against human trafficking. UNODE&#i-Human-Trafficking Unit
(AHTU) assists countries with ratification and iraplentation of the Protocol. Norway has
supported UNODC's activities in recent years, amtie of these funds are used for anti-
trafficking measures. The AHTU decides itself héw funding is to be used.

The Global Initiative to Fight Human Trafficking lUGIFT) has provided considerable input
for the AHTU. UN.GIFT’s main focus is to increaseokvledge and awareness of human
trafficking through such efforts as the Vienna Foro Fight Human Trafficking, which will
be held in February 2008 and will be attended 30larticipants from various authorities
and NGOs. The AHTU is preparing thid& Human Trafficking Repartvhich ranks countries
according to implementation. It has developed tbelKit to Combat Trafficking in Persons,
which is intended for use by judges, police offs;grolitical decision makers and other
relevant persons. A training manual has also besnrdup for withess protection,
investigation and prosecution in connection witfficking cases. Model legislation has also
been developed.

Technical assistance (with a view to strengthefeggslation) has been provided in
Afghanistan, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Bolivia, Brafilpte d’lvoire, Gambia, Kenya, Mauritius,
Slovakia and Uganda, and efforts to build capaaitye judiciary, police and NGOs are

being implemented in countries such as Botswartha,iaos, Lebanon, Moldova, Thailand
and Vietnam. Various regional events have beemgedin these countries as well as in
South Africa, India, Turkey, Lithuania and EgypheEe have helped to direct attention to the
Vienna Forum. UNODC is taking part in the Inter-Agg Cooperation Group against
Trafficking in Persons (ICAT) together with othetevant UN organisations. The AHTU also
cooperates closely with the OSCE. In the autum06B, there will be a meeting of the states
parties to the UNTOC, at which the Palermo Proteatlbe discussed.

The AHTU'’s work, under the leadership of Kristikangaspunta, seems to be winning
recognition from UN member countries. It is maksygtematic progress and trains a constant
spotlight on the implementation of the Protocotetnational focus on human trafficking has
increased considerably. UN.GIFT also seems to halged UN organisations to work more
closely together and coordinate their efforts vaitiew to achieving the best possible results.
This cooperation is a positive example of UN coapen and may influence future
developments. The head of UNODC, Antonio Maria @osill visit Norway at the end of
February. His visit will include taking part in apen meeting where human trafficking will

be on the agenda.

HUMAN TRAFFICKING AND FORCED LABOUR

General support to the ILO

Norway has a programme agreement with the ILOHemteriod 2006—2007. Some of the
funding from Norway is for the ILO’s efforts to cdmat child labour, some is for promoting
dialogue between the social partners, and thegesstributed more or less equally between
efforts to promote women’s empowerment and genglealéy, to combat discrimination, and
to promote more coherent international cooperatiosocial and sustainable globalisation.

Brazil

In 2007, Norway provided support for the ILGC®mbating forced labour in Braziroject,
which is based on the OrganisatioBsclaration of Fundamental Principles and Rights of
Workof 1998. The project has been designed in codparaiith the authorities and seeks to
provide alternative employment for people who hlbbeeome slave workers on the large
farms in the poor northeast region of the countvgrkers are transported into the Amazon
region to clear the forest for cattle ranches asttba and soya production, which in itself is
an environmental crime. There is no respect far tabour rights. They have to pay more for
food and transport then they envisaged and becosiaved through debt. Moreover they
live in isolated areas and any who try to escape&iled by the landowners. The ILO has
entered into agreements with Brazilian and inteonal companies on boycotting goods from
farms that use bonded labour. Two hundred landosvm&ve been put on trial, and the ILO is
helping to improve legislation in this area.

South East Asia

The Embassies in Bangkok and Jakarta are coopgm@tithe funding of the ILO’s

Trafficking in Migrant Domestic Workers — South&f Asiaproject, which includes
measures to prevent trafficking from Indonesia @aysia, Singapore and Hong Kong. The
Embassy in Bangkok is to reduce its administratibregional development assistance funds
as of 2008, and it is planned that the project belfunded under a new agreement with the
Embassy in Jakarta from 2008.

Asia

Indonesia

Vietnam
The Human Rights Dialogue with Vietham started®2, and issues relating to human
trafficking have been on the agenda since 2005 ratifecation of the Palermo Protocol,
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women’s empowerment, and the identification andtegjration of women who are victims of
trafficking are key topics. Visits have also beead& to various institutions that are fighting
human trafficking in both Norway and Vietnam. TheriNegian research foundation FAFO
has been commissioned by the Norwegian Ministriyarkign Affairs to carry out a study of
the fight against human trafficking in Vietham (seeasure 32). The Norwegian
Government’s Plan of Action was presented to thiégigants at the Dialogue meeting in
January 2007. They were also given a briefing enGbuncil of Europe Convention on
Action against Trafficking in Human Beings, and WNay's preparations for ratification. They
visited the ROSA project, the Police Directorat€@M project on coordinating anti-
trafficking efforts and the Oslo Police traffickimgvestigation unit STOP. Norway and
Vietnam agreed to establish police cooperation,famdan trafficking was specified as a
priority area in this context. The Viethamese datem also expressed an interest in
cooperating on the reintegration of women who Haeen victims of human trafficking.

Global efforts

The Human Rights Council

Sigma Huda was appointed Special Rapporteur oridkidy in Persons by the UN
Commission on Human Rights in 2004, the predecdestie Human Rights Council, under
the Office of the High Commissioner on Human Rigl@$iCHR).

Under the Schengen Agreement, Norway cooperatsslglaith the EU and EU member
states in the field of justice and home affairso@eration on border control, the rules
governing lawful residence in the Schengen areasandrity systems in connection with the
iIssuing of visas are areas of the Schengen coope@itparticular relevance for the fight
against human trafficking.

Norway also participates in Frontex, the EU agehey coordinates border security
cooperation, and a national expert has been seddrmia Norway since 1 October 2005. In
2007, Frontex will take on a stronger role in tipem@tive cooperation between the member
states, and this will be reflected in an increasgarsonnel and funding. The European
Commission will carry out an evaluation of the agyés activities in accordance with the
Hague Programme during the course of the year. Aprs/providing both funds and
personnel for the agency, and will therefore tade m this evaluation process.

The Visa Information System (VIS) is a vital tool the EU/Schengen countries that
establishes common procedures for exchange ofnfizianation. It will contain photographs
and fingerprints of all visa applicants, and whils make it easier to assess whether the
information in a visa is correct and whether thespe holding the visa is the person who was
originally granted the visa. The VIS will also caint information on the reference person,
which will be useful in cases where there are sugps of human trafficking. In conjunction
with the amendment to section 25 of the Immigrathat, which provides that a visa
application may be turned down if it is likely titae applicant will be (....) abused or grossly
exploited. According to plan, the VIS will be inenation from the spring of 2009. Norway
started a pilot project on the VIS in the autumr2@d7.

In addition to the Schengen cooperation, Norway his formal ties with other important
actors in the fight against human trafficking, sashEuropol and Eurojust. Europol in
particular has played an important role in uncavwghuman trafficking in Europe, and
Norway now has two liaison officers in the orgatima

In the spring of 2007, the Mission of Norway to #ld had meetings with the European
Commission on EU’s anti-trafficking efforts, durimgnich representatives of the Mission
presented the Norwegian Government’s Plan of Acfldre Mission took part in preparations
for the meeting in Oslo in May 2007 between Viceditent of the European Commission
with responsibility for justice, freedom and setyrFranco Frattini and Norwegian Minister
of Justice and the Police Knut Storberget.

Mozambique

The Embassy in Maputo has been providing genenalifig for several years for Liga dos
Direitos Humanos (LDH), which is the largest hunnigihts organisation in the country. The
Embassy will enter into a new cooperation agreemahtLDH during the course of 2008.

Its activities include investigating and documegtirade in human organs. Human organs are
used in witchcraft in parts of this region and éhirreason to believe that children are
particularly vulnerable. This is a highly sensitissue in Mozambique, and it is difficult to
raise both in the media and with the authoritidse Embassy is considering providing

support in 2008 for a new project on raising awassrabout the trade in human organs in
particularly relevant groups, for example througteaes of workshops.
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
